Within a short span of time his photographic efforts have been rec ognized globally in close to 40 countries like India, 
Serbia, UK, Singapore, Romania, Scotland, Wale s, Turkey, Switzerland, Russia, Hong Kong, Austria, Ukraine, Czech 
Republic to name a few. He h as received multiple awards and critical acclamation for his photographic works. His works 
have also been featured / published on various websites (like National Geographic YourShot, Dodho, 1x et c.), print media in 
UK (N -Photo Magazine) and Hungry Eye Journal. Debarshi's photographs have been part of exhibit ion gall eries in India and 
abroad. In 2017, his work was exhibited at the IUCN  World Conservation Congress in Hawaii. His photograph was also 
part of the exhibit at òThe Weather Photographer of the Year 2017ó in UK, being a finalist. He was the state winner for a 
nation -wide photography contest, which received critical acclamation from the Limca Book of Records.
